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SOME QUESTIONS FOR PROSPECTIVE SPONSORS

Chrysalis Flights and Young Adult Chrysalis (YAC) Journeys are designed to deepen the relationship young
men and women have with Christ. It is a time of self-discovery and spiritual centering. Sponsors should
consider carefully and prayerfully whether their candidate has the maturity to truly benefit from the
Chrysalis event. Candidates for Chrysalis should understand the nature of the weekend and be willing to
engage in the discussions and the self-reflection necessary to make Chrysalis a meaningful experience. Every
sponsor should reflect upon his or her motivation for wanting to sponsor a young person and make sure it is
consistent with the purpose of Chrysalis.

1. Why do you want to be a sponsor? Do you want to build up the body of Christ by inviting young
people to participate in the Chrysalis experience? Sponsorship is probably the most important role you
will play in the Chrysalis Community. Your invitation to a candidate is the first step on the Chrysalis
journey. To the candidate, you as the sponsor are the Emmaus/Chrysalis Community and, as such,
you should walk with the candidate all the way through the experience and into their Next Steps.

2. Whom should you invite to participate in Chrysalis? Chrysalis is for active young Christians who,
through their personal renewal, will bring new energy, commitment, and vision to the church. Potential
prospects include:
a. Christians who are the quiet backbone of the church,
b. Christians who need a rekindling of grace and an opportunity to renew their commitment to

our Lord, and,
c¢. Christians who are hungry for something more and who want to grow spiritually.

3. Whom should you NOT invite to participate in Chrysalis?

Chrysalis is a wonderful experience for many people, but not for all people. As a sponsor you must be

aware of and sensitive to the factors that may have a negative effect on the weekend or be divisive to

the church. Examples of questionable sponsorship include:

a. non-Christians with no relationship with the church or our Lord,

b. youth/young adults undergoing an emotional crisis,

¢. youth/young adults whose theology or practice is notably different or incompatible with the theology or
practice represented by Chrysalis,

d. youth/young adults who continually find fault with the church or persons who are continually looking for
another spiritual high.

. What are some ill-advised motivations for sponsorship?

. attempts to “get all my friends to go”

. attempts to “have a full flight”

. attempts to reproduce one’s own Emmaus or Chrysalis experience
. attempts to “fix” a young person’s problem or crisis

Sponsorship is an act of love for God, for the candidates, for the Emmaus/Chrysalis
Community, and for the local church. It is a demonstration of agape love. It is making one’s
self an instrument of God’s prevenient grace.

REVIEW YOUR COMMITMENT AS A SPONSOR
BEFORE SIGNING AND SUBMITTING THE CHRYSALIS WEEKEND APPLICATION
When you sign an application as a sponsor, you accept certain responsibilities for that candidate.

As a sponsor, you agree to:

1. Pray for your candidate. Pray before you ever approach a person about attending a Chrysalis weekend, pray
after they have applied to attend the weekend, pray while they are on the weekend, and pray when they return
home from the weekend.

2. Tell your candidate what the weekend is all about. Do not be secretive — do not even use the word “secret”!
Be open about the talks, the table discussion, singing, chapel services, etc.

3. Verify that the candidate’s application has been completely and correctly filled out. Check for pastor’s
signature. Mail all pages of the application along with a $25 deposit to the Registrar.

4. Tell your candidate what he/she will need for the weekend. Tell them to bring: comfortable clothing, jacket,
bed linens, towels, personal items, and any necessary medication. Candidates are NOT to bring: cell phones,
watches, iPods, or cameras. Please explain to your candidate the reasons for leaving these items at home,
and be certain that they do so.

5. Bring your candidate to the weekend site (King’'s Retreat) no earlier than 7:30 pm and no later than 8:00
pm on the first night of the Flight. Light refreshments will be provided for candidates following sendoff, but
candidates should have dinner before arriving at King’s Retreat. STAY FOR THE SPONSOR’S HOUR
PRAYER SERVICE.

6. Write an agape letter to your candidate. Arrange for other letters from parents, siblings, other relatives, and
close friends. BRING ALL LETTERS WITH YOU WHEN YOU BRING YOUR CANDIDATE TO SENDOFF.

7. ATTEND THE CANDLELIGHT SERVICE! Arrive at King’s Retreat (Dining Room) by 8:00 pm.

8. ATTEND THE CLOSING SERVICE! Arrive at King’s Retreat no later than 4:00 pm. Before entering the
Dining Room for the service, please go to the Chrysalis Room to pick up your candidate’s luggage. Only in
cases of emergency should you ever consider not attending a closing. If an emergency arises, make sure that
someone will be present at the closing service to represent you and to drive your candidate home. Also, be
certain that if someone other than yourself is attending closing, they are aware that they should expect to
remain at King’s Retreat for the entire closing service, which concludes at approximately 6:00 pm.

9. Follow-up with your candidate. Make contact with your new butterfly, especially on their 4th day. Bring your
candidate for the next RUSH (date and time of which you will be informed at closing). Help your candidate
locate a Reunion/Next Steps Group, and possibly attend with them his/her first time.

10. Continue to pray for your candidate!

These responsibilities are the minimum requirements for sponsoring a candidate to attend a Chrysalis Flight. If
you are unable, or unwilling, to do these things, please do NOT agree to be a sponsor.

Candidates attending Chrysalis should be currently active in their church, and have a desire to
deepen their faith and become closer to Jesus Christ.

Because Chrysalis is not intended to make disciples, but rather strengthen those who are already disciples,
persons accepted for a Chrysalis Flight/YAC Journey are expected to be ACTIVE members of a CHRISTIAN
congregation. ALL EXCEPTIONS TO THIS POLICY must be approved in advance by the Community Spiritual
Director(s). Please make note of this before you send in the application, otherwise, the form may be returned.
Please indicate on the form the NAME of the congregation of which you are an active member. Persons who
are members of one congregation but are actively attending another congregation should confront the issue
where GOD is calling them to service and make a commitment to a worshipping community before applying for
a Chrysalis Flight, so that they are ready to participate FULLY in that community upon their return from the
Chrysalis Flight.

HAS THE CHRYSALIS FLIGHT BEEN EXPLAINED TO YOU? - make sure you are fully aware of what the
Chrysalis Flight is all about. If you have a question, please ask your sponsor for more information. Your
sponsor should not sign this form until he/she has explained Chrysalis and its follow up to you.

INFORMATION ON SPECIAL NEEDS

It is especially important to know if you have any special needs or challenges. It is rare that any such need
cannot be met, but so that you can participate fully in the Chrysalis Flight, we would like to know as far ahead
as possible, in order that we can make your Flight a fulfilling experience for you.

NONE OF THIS INFORMATION WILL BE RELEASED EXCEPT TO THOSE RESPONSIBLE FOR MEETING
YOUR NEEDS.

SIGNATURES REQUIRED ON THE FORM

There are four signatures that are REQUIRED for reservation. All of them need to be present or the form will
be returned to you for completion, delaying your reservation. IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE SPONSOR
TO SEE THAT THESE SIGNATURES ARE ALL PRESENT!

1. YOUR SIGNATURE -This is your free commitment to accept God'’s invitation to attend the Flight. Therefore,
the form must be signed by you personally, not your sponsor, friend, or parent (they cannot make such a free
commitment for you). You are also agreeing to abide by the Covenant of Conduct of the Flight.

2. YOUR PASTOR’S SIGNATURE - This signature is the commitment of the clergy member of the
congregation that you serve to work with you in developing your service to God after the Flight. The clergy
member does not have to have been on a Flight/Walk him/herself, however, the Flight is not intended to
bypass or usurp the authority of the pastor of your congregation in any way. IF your pastor is opposed to your
attending a Flight, it will be difficult for you to serve effectively after your Flight, and you may feel frustrated and
discouraged. Your SPONSOR should contact the Spiritual Director of the Community if your pastor is hesitant
or uncertain.

OBVIOUSLY, IT IS MEANINGLESS TO HAVE ANY MINISTER OTHER THAN YOUR OWN SIGN THIS
FORM, SINCE THAT WOULD COMPLETELY DEFEAT THE PURPOSE OF THE PASTOR'’S SIGNATURE.

3. YOUR PARENT OR GUARDIAN’S SIGNATURE: - (if under 18) Giving permission for your participation in
a Chrysalis Flight.

4. YOUR SPONSOR SIGNATURE - This is your sponsor’s commitment to both you and to the Chrysalis
Community, that he/she is willing to help you prepare for your Flight, and help you become more active in
service after the Flight. This signature emphasizes the great importance the Chrysalis Flight places on your
sponsor.
